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Here is a summary of some of the main articles reported by a range of media outlets online 
and that relate to our local area for Barnton, Davidsons Mains, Cramond, Cammo and 
Clermiston  I have also added some of my own pieces of interest. 

I don’t see many local articles 
in The Mirror but they (among 
several news outlets) covered 
a story about a Barnton 
resident who was ordered to 
trim their hedge down to 15ft 
after neighbours brought an 
appeal to Scottish 
Government that the high 
hedge “materially diminishes” 
their properties amenity. 

The North Edinburgh News 
ran a story about how car 
company Vertu Hyundai, 
Santa Claus and Craigalmond 
Scout Group teamed up in 
December to raise funds for 
Cancer Card and to help the 
Scout Groups expeditions. 

Local residents feel let down 
20yrs after being promised 
high quality sports facilities at 

“Cramond Campus” by house 
builder AMA reports The 
Edinburgh Inquirer. 

Business Insider magazine 
name checked Cramond  in its 
November news when listing 
the top 6 things the American 
journalist likes to do in having 
moved to Edinburgh.  

 A trip to Cramond Island was 
in at No 2 after hiking in 
Pentlands and Blackford Hill. 

The Scotsman published 45 
photos from the 1950’s & 
60’s .  I found them 
fascinating snapshots of the 
area (even with annoying 
focus on my political 

opponents!!) and though I 
can’t publish them here I 
suggest everyone go online 
and search for “Cramond 
Heritage in pictures”. 

Road Traffic accidents can 
cause mayhem, particularly at 
rush hour and this is exactly 
what happened when a 
Lothian Bus and lorries 
collided resulting in the 

closure of the Barnton 
Junction according to an 
article in Edinburgh News in 
early December. 

This was a few weeks after 
emergency services were 
called to Clermiston Road 
after a van and a bike 
reported in several outlets 
including Daily Record. 
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Here is a great photo from 1900s that appeared on my Facebook feed I thought 
would interest readers.  It is from the “Lost Edinburgh” Page. 

Barnton railway station was a suburban terminus, opened in 1894 as Cramond Brig 
and renamed Barnton in 1903. It closed to passengers in May 1951.  The Royal 
Burgess Golfing Society of Edinburgh is widely recognised as the oldest organised 
golf club in the world. Public domain postcard  

Silverknowes Rd between Silverknowes Parkway and Marine 
Drive is to be closed until further notice for road reconstruction 

On 20th Jan, Whitehouse Road at Braepark Road will have 3 
way traffic lights on 20th Jan for Scottish Water to repair a 
manhole. 

From 16th Feb until 9th March, Cramond Rd South between 
Barnton Avenue and Quality Street (including Main Street 
roundabout) will have disruptions for road resurfacing.  

Phase 1 - roundabout and all approaches closed. 
Phase 2 - Cramond Road South closed.
